To close the curtain, hold the curtain and walk away from the end stop
without applying a downward force. The curtain will move along the rail on
the pre-fitted ball raced runners. To open the curtain, hold the curtain and
walk it back towards the rail end.

Please note: if the curtain does not move freely along the Doughty Rail
then the installation needs checking for worn parts, damage or debris
before use.

DO NOT USE EXCESSIVE FORCE TO MOVE THE CURTAIN ALONG
THE RAIL.

Do not apply a downward force to the curtain as this could cause damage
to the track, its accessories or the fixings, which could lead to failure of the
equipment or installation.
